2009 Behavior Expectations and Discipline Policy

It is important that staff maintain good order and discipline in all programs. Top objectives in all Camp programs are safety and a positive atmosphere for learning and developing social skills.  Camp Palooza makes effort to help children understand clear definitions of acceptable and unacceptable behavior.

The camp does not condone and will not permit:

1. Corporal punishment.

2. Ridiculing, Threatening, using inappropriate loud voice.

3. Leaving Children unattended.

4. Use of Profanity.

A Child's behavior is expected to be consistent with the following:

1. Use appropriate language at all times.

2. Cooperate with staff and follow directions.

3. Respect other children and staff, equipment and facilities and yourself.

4. Stay in program areas-running away is not acceptable

5. Maintain a positive attitude

The Discipline Policy:

1. If a child is unable to comply with the behavior expectations, the Day Camp Director will hold a conference with the child.  The Parents(s) or guardian will be notified.

2. If after the above meeting the child is still unable to comply with the behavior expectations, the Day Camp Director will set up a conference with the Parents(s)/guardian.  A behavior contract will be established and signed by the child (if appropriate), parent(s)/guardian and the Day Camp Director.

3. If the child's behavior continues to be disruptive and or unsafe, the child will be subject to suspension or dismissal.

4. Failure of the parent(s)/guardian to attend conference will/may subject the child to suspension or dismissal.

Behaviors, which may result in immediate dismissal, include but are not limited to:

1. Possession of a weapon of any kind.

2. Vandalism or destruction of Camp/Church property or property of others.

3. Sexual misconduct.

4. Running away.

5. Biting or spitting

6. Fighting

7. Any abusive jokes, or abusive language insults, slurs, threats, name calling, bullying towards other children or adult staff.

SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES

Camp Palooza and First Christian Church are committed to providing children an opportunity for full and equal enjoyment of our camp and after school program.  If your child is subject to behavioral problems, or special circumstances involving physical or medical concerns, the Director should be notified of this.  Children cannot be accepted that do not have the promise of interactions cooperatively, compatibility, and safely with other children.  Camp Palooza is designed to find the spark in your child in art, music, drama, computers, and languages.  We want your child to have high expectations for a positive experience with us.
